IMDA-MSM Doctoral Research Symposium

Call for Doctoral Research  Papers

July 13, 2004

Objectives:

The doctoral research symposium aims at providing PhD and DBA students, in international business and management studies, who are approaching the end phase of their dissertation process, an opportunity to discuss their work with subject specialist peers and academicians who are working in a variety of countries and institutions.

More specifically the symposium will comprise:

· Possibilities to gain conference and presentation experiences.

· Feedback for dissertations that are about to be defended in their own academic institutions.

· Specialists’ comments by international experts in the field of the dissertation.

· Access to an international network of students and faculty working in the same or similar fields of knowledge.

Who Can Benefit?

PhD and DBA students who have defended their research proposals, and who have collected their data, and who have reached the final stages of analysing and interpreting  the data. Moreover, students that have already submitted a draft to their committee or who have already completed the draft of their dissertation but have not defended it yet.

When and How Will the Event Take Place?

The symposium will take place on Tuesday, July 13th 2004, as a prelude to the IMDA Thirteenth Annual World Business Congress. It will be held in a symposium format and participation is free to those individuals who have already registered with the Congress. Non-congress participants must pay a fee of US$100. Symposium participants include all interested PhD and DBA students, Maastricht School of Management (MSM) academics and international faculty attending the IMDA Congress. Depending on the number of participants, specialist seminars will also be organised. Discussants will be appointed for specific presentations.

How to Apply?

Interested PhD and DBA students must prepare a short paper summarising their dissertation outcomes and/or presenting their main findings. The paper should adhere to the following guidelines:

· Length: not exceeding 25 pages (A4, double-spaced, 10-point font).

· Cover sheet: including name, title of dissertation, supervisors’ names, institution in which the thesis is to be presented, full postal address, phone numbers and e-mail address.

· Abstract: maximum of  300 words.

· Delivery: only electronic delivery to Dr. Ludo Alcorta or Dr. Beatrice van der Heijden, MSM, E-mail addresses: heijden@msm.nl  and  alcorta@msm.nl .

· Deadline for submission: June 15th 2004.

· Participants who want their papers included in the congress proceedings must adhere to congress publication guidelines which may be found at www.imda.cc 

Those doctoral students who want their papers considered for publication in the congress proceedings or would like to attend the whole congress between the dates of July 14th through 18th, 2004 must send in the final copy of their paper along with the required registration fee by June 1st, 2004 at the latest.
