SURINAME VISA APPLICATION PROCEDURES
Information concerning visa requirements is available on the IMDA Congress Website at www.imda.cc  Participants (and their accompanying family members) must have a tourist visa to enter Suriname. Visa will be issued under the following conditions: a) a valid passport; passport must be signed and valid for 6 months from the date of intended travel, b) one completed application form, c) two recent passport size photo, and d) a photocopy of your valid return flight ticket. The forms can be downloaded from the embassy website. Tourist visa fee for US nationals is US$100.00. For other countries that visa is required (for non-US passport holders), the single tourist visa fee is US$30.00. Participants NOT needing an entry visa into Suriname are nationals from all member states of Caricom as well as from the Bahamas, Brazil, Chile, the Phillipines, Gambia, Israel, Japan, Malaysia, Singapore, Venezuela, South Korea, and Switzerland. Congress participants, originating in countries where there is no embassy or consulate, Suriname visa could be granted upon arrival at the airport in Suriname. Under this arrangement, prior approval will be obtained by FHR- our local partner, and communicated to immigration authorities and the relevant carrier. Please note that this facility can only be extended to participants who put in their request to FHR not later than May 15th, 2008. To benefit from this service,  you must be a registered congress  delegate and provide a copy of the first page of your passport, a copy of confirmed flight ticket, and an electronic photograph of yourself.
